
1.     This is a ministry trip—you’ll serve rather than observe. Our teams are highly 
relational and multicultural. We go as servants of Christ. Sudanese have experi-
enced 21 years of war and are beginning to rebuild their lives and the Church. Our 
focus on this fourth trip is to assist with five church plants. We plan to evangel-
ize, teach, and provide medical ministry, as we have workers. We seek those with 
gifts of teaching, evangelism, service, and medical abilities. Other gifting is wel-
come.  

2.  The fee is $2,000, plus roundtrip airfare to Uganda (approx. $1,520 from At-
lanta), personal outfitting and immunizations. God will provide if He wants you to 
come. The safest place is to be where God  wants you. Apply early. If accepted, 
you’ll need to reserve a seat, and planes have been full. 

3. This ministry trip may change your life and will bless your church.   

4.  We seek racial reconciliation by serving Christ inter-racially. 

5.  The RMNi Director has led over a dozen ministry teams, including three to 
Southern Sudan. Some have gone on 8-10 trips with RMNI.
